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Missouri Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence

Reports of domestic and sexual

violence crimes show increases
The U.S. Bureau of Justice Statistics (B]S) recently

released two important publications, Criminal
Victimization, 2007 and Stalking Victimization in
the United States. The reports contain the newest data
available on the incidence of domestic violence, sexual
violence and stalking and trends related to those crimes.
Criminal Victimization reported that both domestic
and sexual violence increased from 2005. Domestic vio-
lence increased from 389,100 women victimized in 2005
to 554,260 in 2007—a significant 42 percent increase.
In 2007, the BJS found that there were 248,300 cases
of sexual assault, a 25 percent increase from 190,600 in
2005. BJS points out, however, that the increase was
not statistically significant, or significant enough to be
certain that the increase was due to a real increase in the
actual crime and not a chance finding due to the survey
sample.

Stalking Victimization in the
United States is the largest study
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Women are to date examining the extent
. and nature of stalking. The
three times more report estimates that during a
likely than men 12-month period, 3.4 million
fo be stalked, persons 18 or older were victims

of stalking. Women are three
times more likely than men to be
stalked, and women ages 18-24
are at the greatest risk.

Most victims knew the
offender in some capacity with
30 percent of victims being
stalked by a current or former intimate partner. Also,
individuals who were divorced or separated had the high-
est rate of victimization as opposed to those who were
married or had never been married.

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Prevention efforts expanded through
new MCADSV staff and project

New resources have allowed MCADSV
to expand its ongoing work to prevent
violence against women. A grant by
the Missouri Foundation for Health’s
Innovative Funding program allowed the
Coalition to hire a Prevention Coordinator,
Jenny Dills, who is coordinating a year-long
prevention and capacity-building project at
MCADSYV. The prevention efforts also will
include training and technical assistance to
help member programs’ community-based
work to prevent violence against women.

“Domestic and sexual violence preven-
tion can take many forms, “ said Dills,
“but at the heart of prevention is social
change. Preventing violence means chang-
ing society—targeting attitudes, beliefs,
behaviors, environments and policies to
eliminate those that contribute to vio-
lence and to promote those that stop the
violence. This means not only working as
an advocate for women who have been
abused, but working to prevent the vio-
lence from happening in the first place.”

In order to develop a statewide preven-
tion plan, MCADSV will survey member
programs in the coming months on their
current prevention projects as well as to
identify the capacity of programs to engage
in prevention efforts. The Coalition will
work with member programs and state
agencies to develop a statewide plan
that fits the needs identified in Missouri.
Prevention trainings will be held at
regional meetings, as well as at a statewide
MCADSYV training in October presented
by David Lee, the Prevention Connection
Manager for the California Coalition
Against Sexual Assault.

In 2010, MCADSV expects to launch a
social marketing campaign focused on boys
in Missouri aged 11 to 14 to prevent vio-
lence against women. The campaign will
incorporate a variety of media and venues
to reach the boys during a stage in their
development when they are influenced by
their peers and are still developing their
attitudes and behaviors toward women.

The study found that about half of all stalking victims experienced at least one
unwanted contact per week and 11 percent had been stalked for five or more years.
Approximately one in four stalking victims reported some form of cyberstalking with
the most common being unwanted e-mail messages.

Finally, the survey found that 70 percent of victims sought help to stop the stalking.
Victims were most likely to ask for help from family and friends and only seven per-
cent contacted victim services, shelters or hotlines.
