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Including the value of volunteers’
hours on internal reports

= Can | count my volunteers’ hours on my
morganization’s financial statements?

A.Yes. You can always include the value of
mvolunteers’ hours on internal reports, for
working budgets and for many other financial
tools. But to include the value of volunteer ser-
vice in financial reports prepared by a certified
public accountant, you must adhere to generally
accepted accounting principles (GAAP) (see
Statement of Financial Accounting Standards.
[SFAS] NO. 116.). According to GAAP and the
Financial Accounting Standards Board, the dollar
value of donated volunteer services may be used
on financials only if a volunteer is providing spe-
cialized skills for an organization.

The general rule to follow when determining if
contributed services meet the FASB criteria for
financial forms is to determine whether the orga-
nization would have purchased the services if
they had not been donated. Accounting special-
ists may visit FASB’s Web site (www.fasb.org) for
regulations on use of the value of volunteer time
on financial forms (source www.nonprofit.about.
com). It is important to remember that the value
of volunteer hours often can be used to meet the
requirements of matching funds. It also is ben-
eficial to demonstrate to prospective donors and
funders that your organization has the capacity
and skills in place to implement a successful
project.

The actual accounting of the value of these
volunteer services can vary, but just like in-kind
gifts, they must be offset in your profit and loss
statement. Some organizations value the vol-
unteers’ contribution as an in-kind contribution
(leverage fund) in the income and expenditure
account on separate columns. They do not pay
cash for these contributions; however, they count
actual cost on the basis of daily/hourly pay his-
tory. Other organizations use an independent
source, such as http://www.independentsector.
org/programs/research/volunteer_time.html, to
determine the value they place on volunteered

services.
